The Recipe  
 

Gosh, Anneôs cookies sure hit the spot on our meeting nights!  So much so that, due to popular demand, here is the 
coveted recipe for last monthôs yummy treats.  Thanks, Anne! 
 

Grandmaôs Whoppers  (from The Seattle Classic cookbook prepared by The Junior League of Seattle.) 
                    1 C. butter                                   1 tsp. baking soda 
                    1 C. sugar                                    1 tsp. baking powder 
                    1 C. firmly packed brown sugar           ½ tsp. salt 
                    2 eggs                                                   1 C. corn flakes, wheat flakes or other unsweetened cereal flakes 
                    1 tsp. vanilla extract                              1 C. rolled oats 
                    2 C. flour 
Instructions: 
1.  Preheat oven to 235 degrees. 
2.  Beat together butter, sugar, brown sugar, eggs, and vanilla.  Sift together flour, baking soda, baking powder, and 
salt.  Stir into butter mixture.  Mix in flaked cereal and oats.  Drop by heaping tablespoons onto baking sheets about 3 
inches apart.  Bake for 20 minutes.  Yield about 20 4-inch cookies. 
3.  Variation:  for variety add raisins, chocolate or flavored chips, or nuts.  For a more crunchy cookie, increase the 
flakes to 3 cups.

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Legislative News  
 
 

National 
This legislation is not dead; dog owners should continue to monitor its progress, and take appropriate action: 
Puppy Uniform Protection Statute (PUPS) Legislation introduced into US Congress:  The Puppy Uniform Protection  
Statute (PUPS) has been concurrently introduced in the US House of Representative last week as H.R. 6949 and in the 
Senate as S.3519. The legislation will require that any breeder who sells more than 50 dogs per year direct to the public 
through internet sales or other outlets be inspected and licensed by the U.S. Department of Agriculture.  Current law  
requires breeders who sell at wholesale (to pet stores, research facilities, etc.) and have more than 3 breeding females 
to be licensed and inspected by the USDA.  The legislation further mandates that licensed dealers provide each dog 12 
weeks or older with a minimum of two exercise periods during each day for a total of not less than one hour of exercise. 
Specifically, PUPS requires that each dog be removed from its primary enclosure, assuming that the dog is kept in a 
crateðthe bill does not make exceptions for animals that are housed in larger runs where they are able to exercise  
continuously.

Washington 
SB 5651ðWashington Bill Due For Vote -  Summary from American Sporting Dog Alliance:  
Legislation regulating people who raise dogs has passed the Senate in Washington, and also passed through a House 
committee. It passed by an 8-3 vote in the House Judiciary Committee on March 26, and now can be called for a final 
vote by the full House at any time.  SB 5651 was softened after its introduction because of protests by dog owners. The 
original bill could be accurately described as inflammatory animal rights legislation that would have wantonly destroyed 
high quality breeding of purebred dogs in the state. It defined even small hobby breeders as "puppy mills."   
 
There have been several improvements to the legislation but should be protested for several reasons, primarily that it is 
not needed.  There is no known instances when a problem at a kennel was not fully addressed by existing laws.  Wash-
ington has very tough animal cruelty laws, and they can be used to shut down any poorly operated kennel.  There is no 
reason to subject the vast majority of kennel owners, who have high quality operations, to cumbersome bureau-
racy.  Moreover, all real commercial kennels already are federally regulated. Although it's stated purpose is to regulate 
commercial kennels, the legislation specifically excludes any kennel that has a federal license.  That exemption tells us 
that commercial kennels are not the real target. In fact, the bill still specifically targets anyone who owns or possesses 
more than 10 sexually intact dogs over the age of six months. This group includes almost all serious hobby breeders, 
and some of the finest kennels in America.  The bill also effectively prohibits raising puppies in a home environment.

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Dog Show People ñNewcomers Field Guide, Part 2  
by Linda Hazen Lewin 

 

Continued from last month, is this very tongue in cheek look at dog shows.  The author picks on everyone, so donôt be 
offended.  Ms. Lewin divides dog show people into two categories, those with and those without dogs.  We appreciate 
Ms. Lewinôs generosity in sharing her observations and wit with the Field Guide.  Ms. Lewinôs home is in  Falls Church, 
VA, where she can be found attending in many categories at a dog show near you: as BS, EOH, judge and hardworking 
ñotherò. 
 
To a novice, a dog show can be a daunting experience. The initial impression is often one of a single-purpose county fair 
where many grim-faced people run about with numbers on their arms and dogs in tow, and where, if one can judge by 
their facial expression, only about 1 in 20 of them is having fun.  Following is a short list of the most frequently encoun-
tered personages at a dog show, and how to identify them by their typical plumage, temperament, demeanor and call.

JUNIOR HANDLERS:   JHs may be confused, at first, with kennel help.  However, this is only because of the similarity in 
age and intensity of the facial expression.  The plumage is distinctly different.  While kennel help are invariably in white 
grooming smocks with paw prints and clots of hair stuck to them, JHs are by far the most impeccably dressed people at 
the show; including the judges; the show chair and the AKC field rep (q.v.).  The average JH looks like a recent ap-
pointee to the ambassadorship of Great Britain, and a whole class of them filing into the ring evokes images of an open-
ing session of Congress, but more dignified.  The JHs expression and demeanor is unique in the world of dogs:  In the 
standing line-up, they stare intently down at their stacked dogs with a slight frown that says, ñIôm very constipated, and 
so is my dog.ò  This effect is only interrupted by piercing glances up at the judge, at which point the expression changes 
instantaneously to a disconcerting and maniacal sort of rictus, which says, ñAll better!ò  This transformation is exagger-
ated even further when the judge has the JH gait the dog.  The JH then goes into high gear, somehow running the dog 
around in a circle but never unpinning the judge from that deathôs head grin. It is a skill worth watching, but weirdly  
reminiscent of the scene from The Exorcist, when Linda Blairôs head creaks slowly around backward.  Throughout the 
entire performance, their clothes never wrinkle.  JHs are the only exhibitors who routinely congratulate each other on 
their wins, although it may be done through jaws clenched so tightly that one can almost see the childôs orthodonture 
shifting.  JHs do not have a readily identifiable call, as custom forbids any audible reaction whatsoever.  Noises are 
strictly the perview of the parents of the JH, who are at ringside.  (They are the ones with the paw prints and clots of hair 
stuck to them.)  These calls range from high-pitches screams of delight (when the child wins) to a sharp but hushed 
squawk of ñAndres!  Bring that dog over here!ò (when the child doesnôt win). 
 
OBEDIENCE EXHIBITORS:  OEs are quite distinctive in appearance from conformation handlers.  Priding themselves 
on the fact that their dogs óhave brains, not just looksô, the exhibitors dress for workmanlike practicality.  Jeans or chinos 
with cotton shirts are popular on both the males and females of the species, with tough but comfortable shoes. The fan-
cier plumage of the conformation ring is almost never seen.  Oddly, OEs are not found in the area of the obedience rings 
before they are to be judged.  Since they are not allowed to practice with their dogs on the show grounds, you will find 
most of them far from the rings, pacing seriously about like wind-up toys, dogs at heel.  OEs have a peculiar, Groucho 
Marx-like carriage, reminiscent of someone who badly needs a back brace or is already in one.  They execute turns with 
military precision, and they always come to a halt with their feet exactly together.  Then they lean over stiffly and praise 
their dog in a mechanical manner.  If the dog misbehaves, the OE may erupt in a sudden display of noise and violence, 
but then immediately returns to that grim pacing.  Itôs frightening.  The more advanced OEs carry small baskets or 
pouches with them, full of dumbbells and gloves called óarticlesô.  These are only handled with tongs and are guarded 
jealously lest anyone touch them.  For all that, OEs as a group generally have affable temperament so long as one ap-
proaches them after they have shown their dog. (Not right afterwards ð give them 15 minutes or so to get their blood 
pressure under control).  They are known for their physical stamina (all that heeling), adaptability (practicing and showing 
in all kinds of weather, on all kinds of terrain), helpfulness (suggesting training solutions for your dog, which theyôve 
never worked with), mental stability (surviving every sort of embarrassment from their own dog in the ring), and big 
hearts) those will small hearts donôt survive their first 5-minutes outïof-sight down stay).  The only exception to this  
affability is the exhibitor competing for an OTCH.  OTCH-level competitors, like African Cape Buffalo, are dangerously 
unpredictable and should be left strictly alone.
