Electing HRKC Officers and Board of Directors A
Understanding the Process

Each year, the HRKC elects new Officers and Board of Directors to manage club business on behalf of the
membership.

The process starts with the creation of a Nominating Committee. The Nominating Committee is created in
October, and consists of three members and two alternates; not more than one committee member can be a
member of the current Board.

The committee then meets to discuss eligible members of the club as candidates for the Officers and Board
positions. Selected candidates must provide formal acceptance of their nomination to the position.

At the November general meeting, the Nominating Committee announces their proposed slate of candidates
to the membership. During this meeting, additional nominations may be made from the floor. Any eligible
member nominated from the floor must provide formal acceptance of his/her nomination (in writing if not pre-
sent at the meeting, or verbally, if present). All nominated candidates for each Board position will be included
on the voting ballot prepared for voting purposes at the December meeting.

Also, after the November meeting, additional nominations may be made by written petition (to the club Secre-
tary), or from the floor at the December meeting. Anyone being nominated by written petition or from the floor
at the December meeting, must provide formal acceptance of his/her nomination (in writing if not present, or
verbally, if present).

Ten days prior to the December meeting, the membership must be notified of the slate of candidates. HRKC
members are naotified via the club newsletter, in which the slate of candidates will be published, and provided
to all members within the 10-day-prior-to-December-meeting deadline.

If additional nominations are made at the December meeting, and accepted by the nominated member, these
additional candidates will be listed in writing, in public view of the general membership for voting purposes, as
the ballot wild.l have already-imdespaceast adaahdbpri
member will have the option of voting for one of the candidates on the ballot, per Board position, or they may

write-in, on their ballot, the name of a candidate listed in public view.

If no additional nominations are made at either the November or December general meetings, the Nominating
Commi tteeds sl ate shal/l be decl ared el ected, and

If voting by secret ballot, a simple majority is needed to elect a candidate to a Board position. Only members
in good standing may vote. The tally and ballot shall remain secret, and the actual count of votes shall not be
disclosed.
