Obviously, this is an extremely ugly case of animal cruelty, and it is being used to generate the emotionally-charged
activity behind several HSUS & Animal Rights-sponsored bills in the Washington State legislature, which, if passed will
ultimately impact (negatively) responsible breeders like those who are HRKC members. Please use your voice and
voting power to encourage legislators to strengthen existing laws and penalties to address these abuse/cruelty casesd
and to enforce them. Also use your voice and voting power to oppose newly proposed legislation that will violate your
civil rights, and which will spur the AR groups to even greater action.
