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Member Spotlight  
 
This month our spotlight focuses on Rory and Mark Haggerty, new HRKC members.  Rory has lived in Port Angeles for 
just over 30 years, having been born in Chicago and lived in several states, as well as the Bahamas.  Married to Mark 
Haggerty, a Port Angeles native, Rory and Mark are relative newcomers to the world of purebred dogs and dog shows.  
Their breed is the Boston Terrier, and they have a lively household of rambunctious, rollicking, snorting black and white 
bundles of energy.  But dogs were not always such a prominent part of Roryôs life.  As she tells the story, her family al-
ways had farm animals, but rarely a dog.  It wasnôt until she was an adult and living on her own that she made dogs a 
part of her family.   
 
Over 30 years ago, living in Florida and very preg-
nant with her second child, Rory and a friend were 
house-hunting in Port Angeles when she found the 
house she still lives in today.  She bought the house 
on a whim, and 3 days later the Hood Canal bridge 
blew down from high winds.  It was while waiting for 
it escrow to close that she lived in a rented house 
and recalls lying in bed, upstairs, watching the roof 
raise up off its frame due to the winds.  She thought 
that she was leaving the óhurricanesô behind in Flor-
ida!  After moving into her farm house, she acquired 
a mixed breed dog that quickly grew into a 160 
pound óteddy bearô, and was aptly named óBearô.  
Bear was a gentle giant, much loved by her children and everyone who knew him.  Bear is fondly remembered as being 
tireless in pulling the two children on their sled, up a hill so they could slide down itðover and over again.   
 
Rory met Mark after she had lived in Port Angeles for a while and they soon married, with a little matchmaking help from 
Markôs family.  Mark comes from a large family (12 siblings) who ran a large dairy farm on the Elwha reservation.  As 
Rory tells us, ñMarks parents moved here from North Dakota in the 1910s, and lived in the Hoqium and Aberdeen areas 
before settling in Port Angeles, and there is still a large Haggerty clan in the area.ò  Together, Mark and Rory made their 
home together nearby with her two children and Bear, the gentle giant dog. 

 
Boston Terriers came into their lives when Roryôs daughter developed 
health problems. Rory and her daughter had begun to spend a few eve-
nings at a veterinarianôs clinic, playing with a cat, and the receptionist 
there had a Boston Terrier who used to join in the fun by bringing his toy 
box into the kennel and dump-
ing out all the toys for the cat 
to play with.  Soon, Roryôs 
daughter fell in love with the 
Boston Terrier and Rory knew 
that this was a breed that 
would help her daughter 
through her difficult times.  So 
Rory went on a search for a 
Boston Terrier puppy as a 
Christmas gift for her daugh-
ter.  She didnôt realize how 
difficult it would be to find a 
Boston Terrier and, after 
search through 3 states, she 
contacted the breeder liaison 
at the Boston Terrier Club of 
America, who helped her find 

a puppy ð in a very distant place called óSequimô!  Who knew, after search-
ing through multiple states and contacting breeder after breeder, that she 
would find the puppy she was looking for almost in her back yard!

They met the breeder and puppy a week before Christmas and 
arranged to pick up the puppy on Christmas to surprise her daugh-
ter.  The puppy came home with a big red bow around his neck and 
Rory says her daughter probably never put that puppy down for 
three weeks.  Everyone fell in love with the puppy and the breed 
and, when Roryôs daughter moved out on her own, taking the dog 
with her, Rory and Mark missed the dog so much they would go 
visit every week.  After a while, they decided they needed to get 
their own Boston Terrier, so another search began.  This time, their 
search for the right puppy took them to Virginia, where they had put 
a deposit on a female.  When they went to see the pup, Rory also 
fell in love with a male in the litter and they ended up coming home 
with both puppies, Lily and Rocco.   
 
Rory exhibits her dogs mostly in UKC shows, and has shown her 
dogs in conformation and weight pull events.  She told the story 
about the first time she hooked up one of her Boston Terriers to the 
cart, in harness, to learn to pull, ñhe whined and whined, giving me 

a look that said óI canôt do this, its too hardô,ò and then Heather Olson brought over one of her 6 lb. Papillons who pulled 
the cart all over the yard, showing the Boston Terrier how it 
was done.  Embarrassed, Rory looked at her 20 lb. dog and 
said, ñYou just get out there and pull that cart!ò, and today she 
competes in weigh pull events. 
 
Rory likes the UKC shows better than AKC shows because 
they are less chaotic and friendlier, and always have a weight 
class where she can show her 20-25 lb dogs.  They also have 
a Top Ten competition and Rory has always had a dog in the 
Top Ten; one year she had 4 dogs in the Top Ten competition.  
As for branching out into other sports, Rocco and Rory are 
training in Rally and Agility, and will enter their first Rally trial 
in December.   
 

Her breeding 
program is small and controlled, she has only bred 3 litters in 5 years and 
has another litter planned soon.  She focuses on health because the Bos-
ton Terriers are known to have health issues with their spine, eyes, ears, 
heart and teeth.  Rory does not breed a dog until it has passed all of its 
health tests.  Rory also does not approve of the downsizing of the breed, 
òthey are too little and frail.  This breed is not meant to be frail.  There is 
no reason for an adult Boston Terrier to weigh 10 lbs.ðthis is a stout bull-
dog-like breed and should remain so.  They are not pocket dogs.ò 
 
When Rory is not 
busy training and 
showing her dogs, 
she holds down a full 
time job with the 
DHHS.  She also en-
joys gardening, grow-
ing herbs and plants. 

 
In addition to being a member of HRKC, Rory also belongs to the 
Boston Terrier Club of America and the Volcano View Canine Club.   
 
Please take a moment at our next meeting to give Rory and her 
Boston Terriers a warm welcome to our club. 
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October Program Recap  

Trooper Russ Burkhart, a Washington State Patrol officer, and his 
explosives detection K9, Max, a mixed breed dog (Labrador and 

Greyhound), graciously spent some of their off-hours time to  
attend our October meeting and share the details of how Max be-
came a working dog.  Judy Stirton, of the Welfare Animal Guild 
(WAG) in Sequim, also joined our meeting to share with us the 

story of Maxôs previous life as óTuckerô, a rescue dog.   
 

It was a thoroughly enjoyable evening hearing Judyôs stories of 
how Tucker gleefully earned a notorious reputation as a dog who 
would eat ñanythingò, including trees, and had so much energy that 

his future was the source of much concern to the WAG staff.   
 

Because of Tuckerôs high drive he became a candidate for the 
WSP working K9-unit, and was accepted into training.  Typical 

hours for training are a minimum of 400, but Tucker, who by now 
was renamed óMaxô, (the general agreement being that óTuckerô 
sounded too much like a curse word), did not pass the first time 

around.  However, his trainers recognized his talents, potential and 
drive, and paired him with, Trooper Burkhart.  An additional 300  

                                               hours later, Max qualified as an official explosives detection  K9.   
 

One of the traits necessary to be suc-
cessful as an explosives detection K9 is that the dog must have 
a strong hunt drive.  Max, being part sighthound, had additional 
challenges to overcomeðhis natural tendency is to use his eyes 
rather than his nose.  One of Trooper Burkhartôs tactics to teach 
him to use his nose was to throw out a scent article in his yard at 
night, requiring Max to use his nose, instead of his eyes, to find 

the article.   
 

Many dogs from re-homing organizations (i.e., WAG) have been 
donated for these jobs but, when a  dog must be purchased the 
State pays up to $3,500 per dog.  The career for an explosives 
detection K9 is usually 3 to 5 years.  When the dog is retired, it 

almost always lives with its handler and family.   
 

Explosives detection dogs are trained to detect 18 odors versus the 5 odors for drug detection dogs.  Each dog works in 
20 minute increments with 20 minutes off-time.  They always ñfindò their target even if the Trooper plants it for a search.  

Success in finding the target is essential so that the dogs stay motivated. 
 

Max is rewarded for each find 
with his favorite rubber ring 

tug toy.  Trooper Burkhart told 
us that the most difficult part of 
his job is to get Max to give up 

his tug toy.   
 

Maxôs hunt drive is so strong 
that he never gives up, and 

Trooper Burkhart has learned 
how to channel Maxô talents 

into a vital and potentially life-
saving mission.
