However, it is 
not the vet‟s job, nor their employee‟s job to educate people about proper 
dog etiquette within their offices.  There is no easy way to do this except to 
say: ”Please control your dogs in the vet’s office”!  It is important to under-
stand that just because a dog is on a flexi-lead it doesn‟t mean that they are 
under control.  If you are using a flexi-lead, push down the button and lock 
the leash at a very short and manageable length so that your precious 
„Spunky‟ doesn‟t come tearing out of an exam room and try to attack my dog.  
And please don‟t tell me that little Spunky is friendly and wouldn‟t hurt a fly, 
as his teeth are gnashing and he is growling and snapping at my dog.   
 
When I go into a vet‟s office, if I need to wait in the lobby you will normally 
find me in a corner with my dog on a short leash.  I do not allow my dogs to  
socialize with other dogs in the vet‟s office and you shouldn‟t either.  You 
have no idea why I am there and neither do I know why you are there.  My 
dog could have a virus and make your dog sick, or my dog may be hurt and 
feeling bad and, therefore, be more likely to behave out of character.   
Allowing your dog to run up and greet (or challenge?) my dog may be just 
what is needed for my dog to feel threatened and lash out or, worse: bite 
your dog.  Neither of us wants this.  
 
I have one girl dog that pretty much sums this up: she considers unwanted 
attention to be rude behavior and lets anyone near her know it!  If only 
humans were as direct and vocal about these things.  I am sorry if I have  
offended anyone — that is not my intention — but this has been bothering 
me for some time and I believe it was time to address it.

Yet, throughout his life, he was also a gentle and loving soul, 

allowing infants and small children to crawl over him, tug his ears and tail, use his thick fur as hand -holds for 

standing and a warm pillow to nap on.  He was devoted to his people, and happiest when with us.  
 

We are forever grateful to Dr. Melissa Smith for her thoughtful and devoted care of Boomer since we  

moved to Sequim in 2007 and, especially, during his last year; a year we did not expect to have with him.   

It was a gift we will cherish always.    
 

Our grief is deep at the loss of 

our big guy, and our home 

seems so empty without him.  

But we are comforted in  

knowing that he is at  peace 

and no longer in pain.   
 

Go across the Bridge, my 

sweet boy, find little Izzy, and 

run, jump, and play with her 

until we can be  together again.

Editor’s Note: There is an email post being widely circulated that talks about a dog who ate the stuffing from a plush 
dog toy with dire results.  The post being circulated provides no sources to support it and, several folks who have 
posted it are now retracting it due to lack of substantiation.  BUT, it does have a ring of truth to it.  It appears there is a 
dog being treated for problems related to eating plus toy stuffing and the toxins used in the toy stuffing, but it has not 
died.  However, it is always important to understand what  chemicals and toxins might be in the products we give our 
animals and children.  Below is a source of information about the contents of the plush toys that may be of more 
value than a possibly inaccurate/incomplete post, and the link where you can read it online and/or send to your 
friends: 
 

***** 
 

Consumer products can contain a variety of chemicals of concern. The materials used in pet products, cars, toys  
and other products, including plastics, paints, and fabrics are made up of chemicals, and may also contain added 
chemicals to impart specific properties such as rigidity, durability, flexibility or flame resistance. 
 
When children and pets put these products into their mouths, some of these chemicals may enter their bodies. Some 
of the substances, which are not always chemically bound to the products, may also be released directly onto skin, or 
into the air that children and pets breathe. There may also be exposure through chemicals that collect in house dust. 
However, the detection of a chemical in a product does not necessarily mean there is direct exposure.  
 
Because children's bodies are growing and developing, they are more vulnerable to the effects of toxic chemicals. 
Even small amounts of a chemical can impact a child's ability to reach his or her full potential. Pets, like young  
children, spend a lot of time on the floor and on furniture - collecting dust and dirt from the household. Pets, especially 
cats, then clean their fur and swallow any chemicals on their bodies. Each of us is exposed to toxic chemicals from 
many sources, ranging from our cars to toys, and it is the combination of these many exposures that is of greatest 
concern. 
 
While there are a number of chemicals of concern that have been found in common consumer products,  
HealthyStuff.org focused on a subset of chemicals that could be detected by the XRF technology: lead, cadmium, 
chlorine, arsenic, bromine and mercury. HealthyStuff.org also contains information on consumer products that contain 
chromium, tin, and antimony. Each of these chemicals also represents potential exposure to workers or communities  
during the manufacture of products containing them, and potentially to communities where the products are disposed. 
HealthyStuff.org selected these elements and related or associated chemical compounds because they have been 
identified by many regulatory agencies as problematic chemicals or they are associated with problematic compounds 
and/or because of their toxicity or suspected toxicity, persistence, and/or their tendency to build up in people and the 
environment. These chemicals have also been linked in animal and, less often, in human studies to long-term health 
impacts such as birth defects, impaired learning, liver toxicity, and cancer. They were also chosen because these 
chemicals, or their elemental building blocks, have been subject to either regulatory restrictions or voluntary limits set 
by industry associations or third party environmental certification organizations. 
 
For the first time, children's products are regulated for a number of chemicals of concern, effective this year. On  
February 10, 2009 the Consumer Product Safety Improvement Act adopted the ASTM F973-07 levels for antimony, 
arsenic, cadmium, mercury, lead, chromium (view ASTM standard) as a mandatory standard. 
 
Many of these chemicals also have significant hazards associated with upstream processes like mining and chemical 
production, and end of product life recycling or disposal.  
 
The rapid screening technology used for HealthyToys.org cannot identify the presence and concentration of every 
chemical of concern. For example, a chemical of concern like Bisphenol A cannot be detected by the XRF device. 
 
HealthyStuff.org ratings do not provide a measure of health risk or chemical exposure associated with any product, or 
any individual element or related chemical. HealthyStuff.org ratings only provide a relative measure of high, medium, 
and low concentrations of several hazardous chemicals or chemical elements in a toy or children's product in  
comparison to criteria established in the methodology. Not all chemicals of concern (e.g., Bisphenol A) can be 
screened using this methodology.

Heather will place the order for  
ribbons and toys.  There is a possibility of a microchip clinic being available at the match.  At this time, however, Heather 
does not have a firm commitment.   There is also a need for someone to help with the mixed breed registration.  A  
request for a volunteer will be announced at the general meeting.  Rory Haggerty is taking care of the raffle.  One-half of 
the proceeds will go to the Club and one-half will go to a shelter.  There is an individual with a concession stand who can 
be available at the match.  The person would donate a portion of the proceeds to the Club.  Approximately two weeks 
before the match we will meet with Chris to get the materials to set up the fencing.

The inserts would list the times for the 
breed rings.  A Motion was made to advertise the show and trials using the insert.  Motion seconded.  Motion carried. 
-  Elaine received an email from Jim Thomson who forwarded an example of stickers that are being given out at dog 
shows in the Southern California area.  This is a great publicity idea for our shows.  Exhibitors who choose to can take 
some, wear them on their clothing as they shop or go to restaurants in the show area thereby showing the local  
community and businesses that dog shows do bring revenue to the local communities in which they are held.  Stickers 
would read: “I‟m here for the DOG SHOWS!”  A motion was made to have 5,000 stickers made.  Motion seconded.   
Motion carried.  We also discussed the best place to use our advertising dollars and various options were considered. 
-  There was also a discussion about finding an alternative method for marking cars in general parking at the show. 
 

Awards. 
Jan Garrison reported that an individual wishes to present a special trophy in obedience and rally in memory of the  
person‟s dog.  Lengthy discussion followed.  It was agreed that the individual could offer a special trophy in obedience 
and rally in memory of.

LEGISLATIVE PET PARTIES  
Tea Parties, Political Parties, Community Organizing ï If we are to succeed, hereôs an original idea from a  
political insider ï PET PARTIES!  
A lot of new legislation affects dog and cat owners, and especially exotic animals and livestock owners.  If you love 
your pets and you eat meat and dairy products, you must get politically involved.  I mean really involved, from  
community pet parties right up to the federal level.  I face reality every day.  Let‟s look at it together. 
 
Shirley Lawler © TheDogPress 09|01|09 - I currently work a lot at the Federal level; the US House/Senate and the 
laws being proposed there. Right now a lot of legislation addresses exotic and farm animals but it takes only a stroke 
of the pen to add domestic pets as well. On cat-law I post a lot of examples where the legislative dog/cat issues  
appear to have mingled. 
  
We've had some 'jack booted thugs' raiding innocent dog and cat people all across the country. This is all coming 
down from the feds to the states to the local cities and towns.  The problem has also been that many dog and cat 
people cannot manage to put their differences aside and work to defeat the enemy - HSUS and PETA.  Well we  
better learn to do that, and here‟s why. 
  
The Obama czars are about 75% Animal Rights advocates and they are really putting the pressure on the  
public.  Hasn't anybody noticed the increase in puppy mill busts THAT AREN'T?  Many of you have noticed the 
stepped-up pace in trying to pass BSL (Breed Specific Legislation) and MSN (Mandatory Spay/Neuter) restrictions 
which results in the HSUS (Humane Society Of The U.S.) coming in and taking control of the animals.  This is not 
coincidence.

A lot of  
politicians really don't know the difference, it is up to you to educate them and win them over to your side.  Go to their 
meetings, get to know them very well.  Next year is an election year and you better know who is for what before it's 
too late!  If your rep or senator is for AR, find out who is running against them, and let everybody you know, including 
that rep or senator, that you will be campaigning against them and why.     (continued next page)

The Hurricane Ridge Kennel Club of Washington (HRKC) supports reputable breeders of purebred dogs and promotes responsible 
pet ownership.  We encourage all pet buyers to research the various breeds to determine the one that is right for their lifestyle.  We 
encourage all pet buyers to understand that there are inherited genetic traits in dogs that may impact health, longevity and tempera-
ment.  The pet buyer should understand the financial commitment associated with pet ownership. 
 
If you are considering a cross-bred dog, research the characteristics and health issues of each breed and their ancestry.  Many     
unsuspecting pet buyers purchase animals that inherit health problems from both its sire and dam‟s respective breeds.  Mixed breed 
dogs can now be registered with the American Kennel Club (AKC) and, in 2010, the AKC will provide venues in HRKC events to   
include mixed breed dogs to compete and be titled in AKC performance sports, e.g., agility and obedience.   
 
What to know before you purchase a pet from ANYONE: 

Internet scams are frequently conducted by con-artists who take emotional advantage of unsuspecting buyers.  If buying a dog 
from a website, DO NOT send money without first speaking with the breeder and checking the breeders‟ references and  

 credentials.   If you are interested in buying an AKC registered dog, verify that the breeder is a member in good standing of 
an AKC Member Club. 

Seeing a puppy in a pet store cage can create a strong emotional attachment on the part of the buyer.  Potential buyers should 
find out where the pet store gets the puppies and make certain that they DO NOT come from an environment that has  

 unhealthy conditions and unhealthy breed stock. 
If buying a puppy directly from a breeder, visit the kennel and ask to see the kennel grounds.  All kennels should be clean with 

sufficient room for the dog(s) to move in, lie down and has an area in which to sleep that is sheltered from the weather. 
Ask to see in person, or photographs of, the puppy‟s sire (father) and dam (mother), as well as a 3 to 5 generation pedigree, and 

information about any progeny that the sire & dam have produced.   Buyers should ask about health testing and health  
 clearances of the breeder's breeding stock. 
Buyers should be aware that purchasing a puppy without performing appropriate research, as suggested above, could result in 

heartbreak and catastrophic financial outlay for the lifetime of an animal with health and temperament issues. 
Require a clearly written contract that defines the expectations of how and when the puppy will be paid for, and anything else 

expected after the purchase of the puppy.  Example:  spay/neuter, training, health checks, etc.   Include in the contract a 
clause that your own veterinarian must provide a “clean bill of health” for the puppy or your money will be refunded. 

Dogs marketed as “AKC-registrable” come with an AKC Dog Registration application filled out by the seller.  DO NOT buy a 
puppy if the AKC Dog Registration form is not provided when you take possession of the puppy.  AKC does not accept  

 registrations from other domestic registries.  Your puppy‟s registration papers should have the official AKC seal, which can 
be viewed at: www.akc.org.
