MUSHROOM POISONING:

Mushroom poisoning in dogs is a potentially underestimated problem in the Pacific Northwest. Mushroom
toxicity is most commonly associated with curious puppies but can happen at any age due to their
wandering, and the scavenging nature of dogs.

Not all mushrooms are poisonous, but each type of poisonous mushroom can cause different signs of
illness. The onset of clinical signs may occur anywhere from minutes to hours following ingestion.

The signs to watch for are vomiting, diarrhea, abdominal pain, ataxia, lethargy, jaundice, seizures, or
excessive salivation. There is no adequate home care for poisonous mushroom ingestion. If you suspect
that your dog has eaten a dangerous mushroom, contact your veterinarian immediately.

I'n Iine with the adage, “There are old mushroom
no ol d, bol d mus hr-gronng rhushmobnesrsiould be daldded as tdxid until proven
otherwise. Ideally, samples of the ingested mushrooms should be brought in to the clinic along with the
affected animal. Do not place mushrooms for identification in a plastic bag; instead, wrap them in a moist
paper towel or wax paper or place them in a paper bag.

Identifying mushroom species is often complex, so consult a notification (e.g. Washington State Poison
Control Center (1-800-222-1222) Since there is no specific test for mushroom poisoning, identification of
mushroom parts in the vomit or stomach contents is the only definitive means for making a diagnosis of
mushroom poisoning. Treatment varies, and largely depends on the specific mushroom that has been
ingested and potential clinical signs associated with the mushroom. One or more of the following may be
recommended: induction of vomiting, administration of activated charcoal (to absorb mushroom/toxin), fluid
therapy to maintain hydration, treatment for kidney or liver failure if it develops, and/or treatment for
seizures when present.

CANINE PARVOVIRUS:

Canine Parvovirus (a.k.a. “Parvo” or Distemper)
information about Parvo and its devastating outcome to our dogs, that dog owners would pay attention to
their veterinarian’s and breeder’s recommendati o
always those few individuals who think they know more than anyone else who refuse to believe that it |
could happen to their dog. Well, listen up, folks, because Canine Parvovirus is alive and well in the Pacific |
Northwest and, if your dog is not vaccinated, it could come home to you in a terrible way. In Clallam I
County, there have been reported cases of Parvo in puppies taken to veterinarians because their owners
finally realized they were *
distemper among Raccoons. So, at the risk of telling you about something you already know (or think you |
do), here’s a refresher on Canine Parvovirus: [

Canine Parvovirus attacks the intestinal track of dogs, and this virus is a hardy, very serious and very |
deadly threat to unvaccinated dogs or puppies. Infected surfaces may still contain live virus after the feces |
have been removed, and can be carried to other places on shoes or clothing. Dogs can be infected at any
age, and the virus spreads fast. At greater ris
not vaccinated.

|
The risk to puppies, with their undeveloped immune systems, is even higher than to adult dogs, with the I
risk of extreme illness or death because they are not able to battle the disease or resulting illness. Parvo
in puppies is more frequent if their mother has not been vaccinated, or if the puppies are in an environment |
that is unclean or has been contaminated with Parvo. |
|
I

Signs of the disease include: high fever (104° to 106° F), severe diarrhea (may be tinged with blood),
vomiting, depression, and loss of appetite. If your puppy or dog has been diagnosed with Parvo, there is
supportive treatment to help minimize the signs and complications of the disease, but there is no way to »

/
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kill the virus once it develops in the animal. Treatments may include intravenous fluids, antibiotics and
medication to control vomiting and diarrhea. Puppies and dogs being treated must be hospitalized and
isolated from other animals to eliminate the spread of the disease. Although dogs and puppies diagnosed
with Parvo may be successfully treated and regain their health, it is a long and expensive process to get
there. It is much safer and significantly less expensive to vaccinate your puppies and dogs, as recom-
mended by your veterinarian than to managed the risks associated with a Parvo-infected puppy or dog.

If there have been reported cases of Parvo in your area, before you take your dog inside a veterinary
clinic ASK the staff if they have had any cases of Parvo in the facility. Most clinics do an excellent job of
isolating Parvo cases, and cleaning/disinfecting the public areas and exam rooms. But you do ho harm

to anyone by asking. Only then can you make a decision to take your puppy inside or to ask for an
alternative method of having your animal examined. If you are only going to the veterinarian for a blood
draw or an injection, many times the clinic staff may accommodate your request to do this from your car or
in the parking | ot area. I't is up to you to ma
and foremost is education about Parvo and how to keep your dog from contracting it.

King Countyd Distemper in Raccoons: Samples from a raccoon collected in Bellevue have been
submitted to Washington State University for disease testing, and final results are expected early next
week (late April). Canine distemper is not transmissible to humans but is highly contagious among dogs,
ferrets, and certain wild animals such as raccoons, coyotes, skunks, weasels and harbor seals. Cats are
not affected by canine distemper. "Dogs are normally vaccinated against canine distemper, but the
disease has become generally uncommon and some pet owners are not getting their pets vaccinated,"
said Dr. Sharon Hopkins, the Veterinarian for Public Health - Seattle & King County. "If you have ques-
tions or concerns about your pets' immunity to canine distemper, contact your veterinarian." Distemper
causes encephalitis, inflation of the brain, in animals. Infected animals may have runny eyes and stagger,
tremble, foam at the mouth or snap, according to veterinarians. Daytime activity by a raccoon does not
necessarily indicate the animal is sick.

Raccoons present a risk of transmitting other diseases including leptospirosis, raccoon roundworm and
rabies. For information about these risks, see http://www.kingcounty.gov/healthservices/health/ehs/
zoonotics/raccoons.aspx

People bitten by raccoons should contact their health care provider and Public Health at 206-296-4774.

Let's think about this for a minute. So you want to breed your female. You know what to expect if everything goes
right. Your little girl will present you with little bundles of joy. She will lovingly nurse them and care for them until they
are old enough to be weaned. You and your family will find great joy in watching and playing with these little dolls,
and then when the time is right they will all (or maybe you keep just one) go off to special homes to live out their lives
as cherished companions. But have you given consideration to what if something goes wrong? Listed here a few of
the problems that | myself have personal knowledge of. Everything listed has happened either to me or someone |
know.

These are not isolated incidents. I'm sure others could add miles to my list. Learn by the mistakes of others. Leave
the breeding to those who REALLY know what they are doing, have the experience and know what to expect.

What if during the breeding: |
1) The stud dog you have chosen is carrying a venereal disease and gives it to your female. She not only doesn't I
conceive but you have to pay the vet bills to get her infection cleared up and she is now sterile.
2) The stud dog you decided to breed your darling to is not experienced. Once the two dogs are joined tightly in a tie, |
he decides to chase the neighbors cat out of his yard. He bolts for the cat ripping his penis loose and causing your I
bitch to hemorrhage from within.
3) Your modest girl decides she doesn't want the attentions of this gigolo mutt chosen for her without her consent. |
She snaps at him catching her tooth on his loose cheek and rips it open sending blood flying everywhere. He |
retaliates by sinking his teeth into her left eye. I
4) You leave your dog with the owner of the male dog because the breeding is not going very swiftly. In fact, it's been
three hours and nothing is happening. The stud owner leaves the two dogs alone in the backyard. The dogs get out |
through a tiny hole in the fence and a truck hits your female. |
5) You pay the stud fee up front figuring you will make that and more back when the pups sell. The owner of the male I
guarantees the stud service to work or you can come back again. Well into the gestation time you discover your bitch
isn't pregnant and you now must wait another 4 months for her to come back in heat in order to try again. Of course it |
doesn't work again, so in another 4 months you take your dog to another male and risk loosing another stud fee. I

6) You get her bred. Bring her home. She bothers you so you let her out (she is still in heat and still receptive to
males). You here a commotion outside there is your girl tied up with the neighborhood mutt. When she whelps there
will need to be DNA tests done on the pups.

7) You get her bred. Bring her home. Let her out. (She is still in heat and receptive to other males) but you do not see
the neighborhood mutt breed her. The pups are born but look very odd. You call the stud owner he suggests DNA
testing (at your expense). You have a litter of mutts!. What do you do about the ones you have already sold?

8) Or, knowing she tied with the neighborhood mutt you decide to terminate the pregnancy and try again being more
careful next time. But a few weeks later your female is very sick because you had her given a miss-mate shot which
has caused a hormonal imbalance which in turn caused a uterine infection and now she has Pyometra and needs a
complete hysterectomy. All plans of getting a litter is gone and your females' life is now in danger if she does not have
the operation.

What if during the birth:
1) The puppies are too large for the female. She never goes into labor, the puppies die and she becomes infected by
the decaying bodies.
2) The puppies are coming breech and they drown in their own sacks before they can be born.
3) The first puppy is large and breech. When it starts coming your female starts screaming, and before you can stop
her she reaches around, grabs the puppy in her teeth and yanks it out killing it instantly.
4) A puppy gets stuck. Neither your female nor you can get it out. You have to race her to the vet. The vet can't get it
out either. She has to have an emergency caesarian section of course it is 3:00 a.m. on Christmas Day.
5) A puppy is coming out breech and dry (the water sack that protects them has burst). It gets stuck. Mom tries to
help it out by clamping her teeth over one of the back legs. The head and shoulders are firmly caught. Mom pulls on
the leg, hard, peeling the flesh from the leg and leaving a wiggling stump of bone.
6) A dead puppy gets stuck in the birth canal, but your female is well into hard labor. She contracts so hard trying to
give birth that her uterus ruptures and she bleeds to death on the way to the vet.

I 3) The mother gets too enthusiastic in her removal of the placenta and umbilical cord, and rips the cord out leaving a
gushing hole pulsing blood all over you as you try in vain to stop the bleeding.

We }
encourage all pet buyers to understand that there are inherited genetic traits in dogs that may impact health, longevity and tempera- |
ment. The pet buyer should understand the financial commitment associated with pet ownership.

If you are considering a cross-bred dog, research the characteristics and health issues of each breed and their ancestry. Many I
unsuspecting pet buyers purchase animals that inherit he ableedh
dogs can now be registered with the American Kennel Club (AKC) and, in 2010, the AKC will provide venues in HRKC events to
include mixed breed dogs to compete and be titled in AKC performance sports, e.g., agility and obedience.

What to know before you purchase a pet from ANYONE: |
Internet scams are frequently conducted by con-artists who take emotional advantage of unsuspecting buyers. If buying a dog
from a website, DO NOT send money without first speaking IWi t
credentials. If you are interested in buying an AKC registered dog, verify that the breeder is a member in good standing of |
an AKC Member Club.
Seeing a puppy in a pet store cage can create a strong emotional attachment on the part of the buyer. Potential buyers should |
find out where the pet store gets the puppies and make certain that they DO NOT come from an environment that has |
unhealthy conditions and unhealthy breed stock.

If buying a puppy directly from a breeder, visit the kennel and ask to see the kennel grounds. All kennels should be clean with |
sufficient room for the dog(s) to move in, lie down and has an area in which to sleep that is sheltered from the weather. |
Ask to see in person, or photographs of, the puppy’s siam (fat
information about any progeny that the sire & dam have produced. Buyers should ask about health testing and health |
clearances of the breeder's breeding stock. I
Buyers should be aware that purchasing a puppy without performing appropriate research, as suggested above, could result in
heartbreak and catastrophic financial outlay for the lifetime of an animal with health and temperament issues. |
Require a clearly written contract that defines the expectations of how and when the puppy will be paid for, and anything else I

expected after the purchase of the puppy. Example: spay/neuter, training, health checks, etc. Include in the contract a

clause that your own veterinarian must provide a “cl ean bli 11
