
Hey Everyone, 
 

This month Mom asked me to help out with the Presidentôs message.   
You see, I have been being Momôs right hand gal for the past month,  
sending out reports of our big adventure to Wisconsin and, frankly, I think  
Mom is a bit tired, so I leapt at the opportunity to help out. 
 

For those of you that donôt know, Mom, Ivie and I left last month for a   
5,500 mile road trip in the RV.  She didnôt tell Ivie and I that we would be  
driving for 5,500 miles, or I donôt think either one of us would have leapt  
into the motor home with the gusto we did on the 5th of May.   We all  
know that our humans like to travel during the summer and sometimes I  
am not sure if you put as much thought into traveling with your canine  
friends as our Mom does.  She knew she was going to be on the road in  
some unfamiliar territory and the most important thing she did before we left was to check out the po-
tential health dangers to Ivie and I.  We were heading into tick and heartworm country and Mom 
wanted to make sure we were safe.  I wasnôt sure why we were taken to our vetôs clinic, but we were.  
She had us thoroughly checked out and given appropriate medication to ward off all those pesky little 
critters that we may or may not encounter along the way.  Mom travels with us quite a bit and knows 
pretty much what she can give us for different ailments along the way but, if you donôt, may I suggest 
you have a talk with your vet and make a doggie first aid kit for your vehicle.  Ours is stocked full of 
good stuff and, thankfully, we have never had to use it but some of our good friends have been very 
thankful that Mom has it with her for the shows and other canine events we travel to. 
 

Be sure to also have a copy of our up-to-date rabies vaccination with you.  Some states may require it 
if you are pulled over, and I heard of one state that can put us into a shelter until you provide proof, so 
why put us (or you) through any unwanted heartache when traveling.  Another important thing that you 
should do is have your vetôs contact information in your cell phone.  My Mom has our vetôs phone 
number memorized but, if you donôt, at least have it handy to make that important phone call.  You 
may be a 1,000 miles away but they can advise you and, if you need to find immediate care, they even 
be able to advise you of someone to see in the area you are calling from. 
 

It is also important to give us good clean water that we are used to when traveling.  We prefer our own 
home water and our Mom brought 20 gallons of water from home.  She knew it wouldnôt be enough for 
this trip, but when we got to the show site she stopped at a local grocery store and bought bottled  
water for us to drink.  You would be amazed at how many dogs had upset tummies at the show site 
and after a while the grass was starting to smell pretty bad from it.  Our Mom wouldnôt even let us put 
our heads to the ground, but would whisk us down the concrete roadway about 5 miles away to do our 
business.  Sometimes we couldnôt wait and would do it on the concrete, but Mom said that was better 
than picking up something from the show grounds.  She does the same thing at rest areas, too.  She 
said you never know who has been sick and most people are lazy and just stay close to the car.  Not 
our Mom!  Nooooooo, we have to walk to the next county practically, but I think she is right as 
neither one of us got sick and we were gone for a long time. 
 

The last piece of advice I have for you is something that my Mom picked up at one of the vendors at 
the Specialty.  It was an Emergency Information pamphlet that could be attached to the outside of our 
crates.   I am sending a picture of it to Elaine, your wonderful Newsletter Editor and my favorite treat 
dispenser when she comes over to the house.  On the outside it says Emergency Information ï Do 
Not Open Crate.  On the inside it has my name, Momôs name and phone contact information, han-
dlerôs name, and other emergency contact names and numbers.  It tells the person to call one of those 
people and they will take care of me if something has happened to my Mom and she cannot.  It also 
has my tattoo and microchip, and my vet information.  Mom has one for each of us and I think every 
dog should have one.  No one wants to think about something going wrong but just think of the piece 
of mind it will give you if it does happen to you.  Be sure to pick up one at the next club meeting.

The first agility trials of the year are here (June 4, 5, & 6), and we still need volunteers to work the event.  As 
many of you know from previous trials, the more club members who volunteer, the more money we save the 
club.  Our trials run so much better with our own club members and, this year, our newest Trial Chairperson, 
Heather Olson, will be especially appreciative of your support because she just might have her baby at the 
trials!! Yep, sheôs due THAT weekend!!  Now, howôs that for dedication?!  AND, if sheôs not in the hospital 
delivering, sheôs still planning to come, even though her doctor has given orders that she do nothing else 
but hold down a chair.  So we really need our club members to support this trial and keep it running 
smoothly so that Heather really will stay in that chair (somebody might need to bring a roll of duct tape...).   
 
Last year, thanks to club member volunteers, we have saved a LOT of money at our agility trials, and need  
your help to do it again this year.  Exhibitors are always impressed by our club turnout for these events, and 
are not shy about saying so!  It is a great feeling knowing we have such terrific members to help make our 
venues successful.  And, as with past agility trials, HRKC club members who volunteer will be provided  
tickets for a meal each day they work, catered by the Cavalier Club. Again, the funds earned at the ñfood 
courtò will benefit the Cavalier Club. 
   
There are many jobs that do not require special knowledge of agility trials, and most of the non-agility  
people that helped last year said they had fun and learned a lot.  There are many jobs to be done, such 
as:  leash runners, timers, pole setters, helping to setup courses, scribes, scribe runners, etc.  If you have 
done one of these jobs in the past, please consider doing so again and help even more by sharing that 
knowledge with someone who is new at it.  We need all the experienced people we can get, and we need 
you to help the club save money again this year, so please volunteer to work during the trial and have some 
fun in the process.  Contact Heather Olson at silhouette_papillons@yahoo.com to sign up. 
 
Leash Runners: take the leash from the handler at the start of the run, wait until they start their run and then 
walk the leash to the designated place at the end of the course near the course exit gate.  Repeat. 
 

Scribe:  Watch the judge and mark the score sheets according to the judgeôs calls.  Make sure you and 
judge are comfortable with signals and judge location.  Complete score sheet.  Repeat. 
 

Timer:  We use electronic timers, so the timerôs job is to put the Standard Course Time in the timer console, 
press the GO button when the judge is ready to notify handler they can go; move timing sensors at each 
jump height change, etc.  More easily demonstrated than written about... 
 

Score Sheet Runner:  Take score sheets from the Scribe and deliver them to the Trial Secretary.  Repeat. 
 

Pole Setter/Chute Setter:  Reset knocked down jump poles, move jump poles to next jump height and 
straighten the chute after each run.  You will get instructions from the judge as to when you should reset 
jumps based on the course.  Key info:  get to the jumps, reset them and quickly get off the course so the 
next dog can run.  Repeat. 
 

Gate Steward:  Posting run order sheet, checking exhibitors in.  Make sure the next dog to run is the correct 
dog to run (keeping the Scribe informed if run order changes).  You need a voice that will be easily heard 
when you call the next dog to be ready! 
 
There are other jobs as well, so please contact Heather Olson and ask what you can do to help at the trials!
