
 
I have just had the pleasure of spending the most amazing day at a K9 Nose Work 
Seminar here in Sequim.  If you are not familiar with K9 Nose Work, don‟t worry — 
until 2 weeks ago I hadn‟t heard of it either.  Ron Guant,  Directing Founder of this 
sport came to Sequim to demonstrate what is becoming one of the fastest growing 
sports to hit the world of canines.  It is inexpensive to start, anyone can do it and, 
most importantly, it is fun for the dog. 
 
The basic concept is that the dog learns to detect different scents;  birch, anise and 
cloves, and alert the handler when they have encountered the scent.  The way to 
start this process is to teach the dog how to find a scent by looking in a variety of 
boxes for either a high value treat or a favorite toy.  Through training and learning 
how to read your dog, the handler learns to say when the dog has found the odor it 
is looking for.  This sport is a tremendous bonding experience between you and 
your dog and, as a handler, the hardest thing is learning how to trust your dog.  
Once you do, and you feel that you are ready for competition you must pass the 
ORT (odor recognition test) in order to continue on to more advanced competition.  
There are three levels of certification, NW1, NW2 and NW3.  At this time no dog 
has passed the NW3 and there are plans to have a test sometime in January in the 
Pacific Northwest. 
 
The seminar today was very interesting to watch how the different types of dogs 
handled the exercises.  We had dogs that took to it right away and dogs that 
needed more help for a variety of reasons.  It was fun to see some of our kennel 
club members there and I had a blast with Gandalf.  He was just not getting the 
idea at first and reminded me of the Bloodhound cartoon “which way did he go?”.  
My first thought was this is just not going to happen but by the second time around 
he GOT, it and I mean he really GOT it.  Our sessions were very short and positive 
and ended on positive notes.  Ron told us our dogs would be tired after the  
exercises as this is both a mental and physical thing for them to do.  I must say he 
was right.  If you are interested in getting more information about this sport you can 
go to the following websites:  www.k9nosework.com or www.nacsw.net .  I would 
personally like to thank Karla Kimmey for bringing this seminar to the Peninsula and 
bringing in trainers to help area enthusiasts get started in this growing sport. 
 
Now on to another very important topic.  Guess what?  It is time for our annual All 
Breed Dog Shows at the end of the month.  I know Joe Larson has been putting in 
extra time and effort to make this another wonderful event for our club, and I want 
to thank all the club members for supporting this event and coming out to help in 
one way or another.  Remember, there are lots of little things one can do to help 
and any time that you can volunteer is much appreciated.  I look forward to seeing 
you all there.

Remedies for Insect Stings and Bites 
 

Remove the stinger with tweezers. Or scrape out the stinger, moving parallel to the skin  
surface, to reduce the chance of pumping more venom into the dog‟s skin.  

 

Bathe the stung area with a solution of baking soda and water.  
 

Immediately apply ice packs to reduce swelling (lining the pack with cloth or a thin towel).   
Do this frequently for 5 minutes at a time.  

 

One way to treat bee stings is to give the dog Benadryl (diphenhydramine) by mouth.  Typical  
dosages: for cats and dogs under 30 pounds, give 10 mg...dogs 30 to 50 pounds, give 25 

mg...dogs over 50 pounds, give 50 mg.  Use only the plain Benadryl formula.  
 

A swollen muzzle often indicates a bee sting.  
 

Stings and bites can cause severe reactions. If there is major swelling, or the animal  
seems disoriented, sick or has trouble moving or breathing, go to the vet immediately.   

Even if your pet seems fine, watch him carefully for 24 hours.  
 

Dogs with short and thin fur are more prone to spider bites and scorpion stings.   
The venom can be very dangerous.  
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Over-Heating in Dogs 
 
Avoiding Heat Related Injuries in Dogs 
by Nate Baxter DVM 
 
The first thing that needs to be understood is that dogs and people are different enough that most of 
the info cannot cross lines. I do not profess to know what the appropriate procedures for  
people other than what I learned in first aid. 
 
Dogs do not lose enough electrolytes thru exercise to make a difference, but if the dog gets truly into 
heat stroke the physiology changes will make them necessary. BUT oral replacement at that point is 
futile, they need intravenous fluids and electrolytes and lots of it. 
 
Cooling: Evaporative cooling is the most efficient mean of cooling. However, in a muggy environment, 
the moisture will not evaporate so cooling does not happen well. I cool with the coldest water I can 
find and will use ice depending on the situation. The best way is to run water over the dog, so there is 
always fresh water in contact with the skin. When you immerse a dog in a tub, the water trapped in 
the hair coat will get warm next to the dog, and act as an insulator against the cool water and cooling 
stops. If you can run water over the dog and place it in front of a fan that is the best. Misting the dog 
with water will only help if you are in a dry environment or in front of a fan. Just getting the dog wet is 
not the point, you want the water to be cool itself, or to evaporate. 
 
For MOST situations all you will need to do is get the dog in a cooler environment, i.e., shade, or in 
the cab of the truck with the air conditioning on (driving around so the truck does not overheat and the 
AC is more efficient). Up to a couple of years ago, I was very concerned about my dogs getting too 
hot in the back of my black pickup with a black cap. New white truck fixed a lot of that problem. When 
I had one dog I just pulled the wire crate out of the car and put it in some shade and hopefully a 
breeze. But having 2 dogs and running from one stake to another, that was not feasible. So I built a 
platform to put the wire crates on, this raises the dog up in the truck box where the air flow is better. 
Then I placed a 3 speed box fan in front blowing on the dogs with a foot of space to allow better  
airflow. 
 
I purchased a power inverter that connects to the battery and allows the 3 speed fan to run from the 
truck power. It has an automatic feature that prevents it from draining the battery. When I turned that 
fan on medium I would find that the dogs where asleep, breathing slowly and appeared very relaxed 
and comfortable in a matter of 20 minutes or less, even on very hot muggy days. 
 
Alcohol: I do carry it for emergencies. It is very effective at cooling due to the rapid evaporation. It 
should be used when other methods are not working. You should be on your way to the  
veterinarian before you get to this point. We recommend using rubbing alcohol, which is  
propylene alcohol, not ethyl, for those of you not aware. So do not try to drink it. Alcohol should be 
used on the pads and lower feet area where there is little more than skin and blood vessels over the 
bones. Use a little bit and let it evaporate, you can use too much as some is absorbed through the 
skin. There are concerns about toxicity, but you have to get the temperature down. 
 
I purchased those cooling pads that you soak in cold water, but found that the dogs would not lay on 
them. I would hold them on the back of a dog that just worked to get a quick cool, but have not used 
them for years.  I also bought a pair of battery operated fans but found them pretty useless.

Spend your money on the power inverter and get a real fan. 
 
Watching temperature: If you feel your dog is in danger of heat injury, check its temp and write it 
down. Keep checking the temp every 3 minutes. I recommend to get a "rectal glass thermometer. The 
digital ones for the drug store I have found to be very unreliable, Don't forget to shake it down  
completely each time, sounds silly, but when are worried about your companion, things tend to get 
mixed up. This is VERY IMPORTANT**once the temp STARTS to drop, STOP ALL COOLING  
EFFORTS. The cooling process will continue even though you have stopped. If the temp starts at 
106.5, and then next time it drops to 105.5, stop cooling the dog, dry it off, and continue monitoring. 
You will be amazed how it continues to go down. If you do not stop until the temp is 102, the temp will 
drop way too low. I cannot 
emphasis this point enough. 
 
When the dog is so heated that it is panting severely, only let it have a few laps of water. Water in the 
stomach does not cool the dog, you just need to keep the mouth wet so the panting is more effective. 
Do not worry about hydration until the temp has started down. A dog panting heavily taking in large 
amounts of water is a risk of bloat. Due to the heavy panting they will swallow air, mixed with a large 
amount of water they can bloat. Once the temp is going down and panting has slowed to more normal 
panting then allow water. The dog will rehydrate itself after temp is normal. If the dog has a serious 
problem and even though you have gotten the temp normal, get the dog to a vet, as it can still need IV 
fluids and some medication. Also, a case of heat stroke can induce a case of hemorrhagic  
gastroenteritis (not parvo), with a ton of very bloody diarrhea and a lot of fluid and electrolyte loss. 
These cases need aggressive treatment. 
 
The best method of treatment is prevention. Learn to watch your dog, and see the changes in the size 
of the tongue, and how quickly it goes down. Learn your dogs response to the different environments, 
and be careful when you head south for an early season hunt test or trial. I have been to Nashville at 
the end of May, only 5 hours away, but the difference in temp and humidity did effect the dogs as they 
were used to more spring weather in Ohio. Try different things in training to help the dog cool and 
learn what works better. Another very important point=> Do not swim your hot dog to cool it then put in 
put in a box/ tight crate. Remember, evaporation cannot take place in a tight space, and the box will 
turn into a sauna and you will cook your dog. 
 
Carry a stake out chain, and let the dog cool and dry before putting it up. I demonstrated this lesson 
this spring with my 10 month old pup. After doing a 15 minute session in yard drill on a warm 70+  
degree day, she was panting pretty hard and was pretty hot. She was OK but it was time to stop. Just 
for the heck of it I took her temp. She was 103.6, above normal but too bad for a dog that had just  
finished working. In my back yard I have a 300 gallon Rubbermaid tub filled with water. I took her to it 
and she jumped in and out 3-4 times. She appeared totally improved, tongue was much smaller, and 
eyes brighter and her full spring was back into her step. So I re-took her temp and it was 104.2, so 
even though she looked better she was hotter. This is a perfect lesson to show the importance of not 
getting a hot dog wet and then putting them in a box. The water on her skin caused the blood vessels 
to constrict, decreasing blood flow to the skin. Therefore the hot blood was shunted back to the dog's 
core and retained the heat. You may have felt the same thing, after exercising--but still being very 
warm--take a shower and get cooled off. As soon as you turn the shower off you start sweating again. 
 
I know this is s bit long, but hopefully this is easy to understand and helps provide some useful  
information.  Remember: Prevention.  Learn your dog.  It is worth the time and effort.

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Foods That Are BAD For Your Dog 
 
AvocadoðWhile many pet owners say they feed their pets avocados with no problems, studies 
have shown that their leaves, fruit, seeds and bark can contain a toxin called Persin.   The  
Guatemalan variety, which is commonly found in stores, contains the most toxicity. 
 
Onions, onion powder, chives and garlicðThese all can lead to gastrointestinal irritation and 
red blood cell damage. All forms of onion can cause problems including dehydrated onions, raw 
and cooked onions. Cats are more susceptible than dogs, but it can be toxic to both. 
 
Grapes and raisinsðThese can be toxic to dogs and cause kidney failure. Researchers say 
there are still many unknowns about the toxicity of grapes and raisins, including whether only 
certain types of dogs are affected, but it is advised not to feed grapes or raisins to dogs in any 
amount. 
Yeast doughðDough that is not cooked and contains yeast can rise in your pet‟s stomach,  
causing pain, and can potentially cause the intestines to rupture. This risk diminishes once the 
dough is cooked. 
 
Left-over bonesðLeft-over bones pose a choking hazard to pets, and they can also splinter 
and puncture your pet‟s gut or intestine. Additionally, do not feed your pet undercooked meat or 
eggs, as they can contain harmful bacteria. 
 
Foods with a high salt or fat contentðExcessive fats can cause upset stomach and  
potentially inflame the pancreas causing pancreatitis. Salty foods can pose a risk for the  
development of sodium ion toxicosis, according to the ASPCA. Be aware that if your pet gets 
into food with a high fat or salt content, she could experience stomach problems including  
diarrhea and vomiting. 
 
Chocolate, coffee, alcoholðAccording to the ASPCA, the substances in chocolate, coffee, and 
caffeine, methlxanthines, can cause vomiting, diarrhea, panting, excessive thirst and urination,   
hyperactivity, tremors, seizures, and potentially death in pets. The higher the cocoa percentage, 
the more dangerous the chocolate is, making dark chocolate more toxic than milk or white  
chocolate. All these products can cause vomiting, diarrhea and even death. 
 
Sugarless candies (products sweetened with xylitol) - This compound can cause liver  
damage and even death in some more vulnerable dogs. Xylitol is in many products including 
gum, candy, sugar-free cookies and toothpaste. 
 
Macadamia nutsðThese nuts can cause weakness, vomiting, tremors and hyperthermia in 
dogs. Symptoms generally last up to two days, and usually appear within 12 hours of ingestion. 
 
What do you do if your pet ate something poisonous? 
If your animal is having seizures or losing consciousness, bring him or her to your veterinarian or 
emergency vet center. If your pet is not showing symptoms, but ingested something potentially 
toxic, call the ASPCA hotline at (888) 426-4435. Have the following information available: the  
species, breed, age, sex, weight, and information about the product exposure. It is best to have 
the package of the product available for reference.

The Hurricane Ridge Kennel Club of Washington (HRKC) supports reputable breeders of purebred dogs and promotes responsible 
pet ownership.  We encourage all pet buyers to research the various breeds to determine the one that is right for their lifestyle.  We 
encourage all pet buyers to understand that there are inherited genetic traits in dogs that may impact health, longevity and tempera-
ment.  The pet buyer should understand the financial commitment associated with pet ownership. 
 
If you are considering a cross-bred dog, research the characteristics and health issues of each breed and their ancestry.  Many     
unsuspecting pet buyers purchase animals that inherit health problems from both its sire and dam‟s respective breeds.  Mixed breed 
dogs can now be registered with the American Kennel Club (AKC) and, in 2010, the AKC will provide venues in HRKC events to   
include mixed breed dogs to compete and be titled in AKC performance sports, e.g., agility and obedience.   
 
What to know before you purchase a pet from ANYONE: 

Internet scams are frequently conducted by con-artists who take emotional advantage of unsuspecting buyers.  If buying a dog 
from a website, DO NOT send money without first speaking with the breeder and checking the breeders‟ references and  

 credentials.   If you are interested in buying an AKC registered dog, verify that the breeder is a member in good standing of 
an AKC Member Club. 

Seeing a puppy in a pet store cage can create a strong emotional attachment on the part of the buyer.  Potential buyers should 
find out where the pet store gets the puppies and make certain that they DO NOT come from an environment that has  

 unhealthy conditions and unhealthy breed stock. 
If buying a puppy directly from a breeder, visit the kennel and ask to see the kennel grounds.  All kennels should be clean with 

sufficient room for the dog(s) to move in, lie down and has an area in which to sleep that is sheltered from the weather. 
Ask to see in person, or photographs of, the puppy‟s sire (father) and dam (mother), as well as a 3 to 5 generation pedigree, and 

information about any progeny that the sire & dam have produced.   Buyers should ask about health testing and health  
 clearances of the breeder's breeding stock. 
Buyers should be aware that purchasing a puppy without performing appropriate research, as suggested above, could result in 

heartbreak and catastrophic financial outlay for the lifetime of an animal with health and temperament issues. 
Require a clearly written contract that defines the expectations of how and when the puppy will be paid for, and anything else 

expected after the purchase of the puppy.  Example:  spay/neuter, training, health checks, etc.   Include in the contract a 
clause that your own veterinarian must provide a “clean bill of health” for the puppy or your money will be refunded. 

Dogs marketed as “AKC-registrable” come with an AKC Dog Registration application filled out by the seller.  DO NOT buy a 
puppy if the AKC Dog Registration form is not provided when you take possession of the puppy.  AKC does not accept  

 registrations from other domestic registries.  Your puppy‟s registration papers should have the official AKC seal, which can 
be viewed at: www.akc.org.
