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The Canine Heroes of 9/11: Dogs at Ground Zero

About 400 dogs were deployed at the former World Trade  

Center. It was the largest deployment of dogs in the  

United States' history. 

 

The heroic dogs would crawl on their bellies, squeeze through 

holes, and dig to find survivors. To all of the 9/11 heroes, canine 

and human, we thank you for your selfless bravery. We will never 

forget your dedication. 

 

 

 

 

People might not show their emotional wreckage to humans, but they did to the 
dogs. On September 21, 2001, Mike Scott from the California Task Force-8 and his 
dog, Billy, search through the rubble for victims of the September 11 terrorist attack.   

 

 

Fireman, policemen, and handlers worked tire-
lessly without complaining. But as the days 
stretched to weeks and beyond, some of the 
human heroes had a hard time dealing with 
their own emotional wreckage. It was reported 
that a fireman, for example, might not pour out 
his woes on a fellow fireman, but if he was alone with a SAR dog, then he or she 
could pour out their tears and fears on their furry friend. 

Another unit of dogs were brought in after the 9/11 attacks to "The Pile." These 
dogs were sent specifically to provide emotional support to rescue workers suffer-
ing from trauma at the disaster site.   

The death and destruction was too much to handle at The Pile. Yet the heroic dogs 
kept digging, kept hunting, kept searching. Search and rescue dogs deserve trib-
ute. The SAR dogs who worked after the 9/11 tragedy deserve to be recognized 
and remembered. 

Never in the history of the United States had dogs been called upon to serve humans like they were during the devasta-
tion of the 9/11 attacks. 

Thank you to FEMA and its photographers for the great images and captions which help tell the heroic stories of hu-
mans and canines.

Marie McCooey, 85, of Sequim loves Doberman Pinschers ð always has and always will, she said. 
  
ñThey are so human and highly intelligent,ò she said while sitting between her two Dobermans J.R., 3, and 
Rhodey, 7, as they towered over her. 
  
ñThey are lap dogs. Trouble is, heôs 90 pounds.ò 
  
McCooey recently accomplished a new feat in her 70-plus years of Doberman ownership. One of her dogs won 
best of breed and grand champion at a specialty show. 
  
J.R., also known as ñHidden Acres a Quest for Victory,ò won grand champion and best of breed at the Puget 
Sound Doberman Pinscher Club Show on Aug. 19 in Enumclaw. 
  
McCooey said J.R. won best of breed at other breed shows but this is his first specialty show win. He beat more 
than 50 other high-standing Dobermans, including some of the nationôs top owners. 
  
Currently, J.R. sits 19th on the Top 20 list of the Doberman Pinscher Club of America and with the significant 
win, he could advance further up the list next month.  
 
Top Dog  
McCooeyôs home shows an obvious love of her dogs, with Doberman art and sculptures, award ribbons, pic-
tures and road signs adorning her walls. Sometimes she speaks in a loving, high-pitched voice to her dogs as 
they play together or bite a chew toy. 
  
Since her teens, sheôs owned 12 Dobermans with only a two-year absence in that time. 
  
ñThey are very people-oriented,ò McCooey said. 
  
ñBecause of the war people think they are vicious. Iôve never had a problem. (The dogs) think everyone comes 
to see them and not me, which is OK with me.ò 

  
Doberman pinschers date back to dog breeding by Karl Friedrich Louis Dobermann in 1890. 
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McCooey said sheôs heard them called dogs with human brains. 
  
ñThey understand everything you say,ò she said, ñThey look right in your eyes.ò  
 
For the record  
Competitions donôt come as often as McCooey might like. She drives her dogs to shows rather than flying, so she 
mostly stays on the West Coast, which she feels affects her dogsô rankings because most shows, including nation-
als, occur on the East Coast. 
  
Early on, McCooey and her Dobermans became well known for their success. One of her first dogs, Thais, held a 
world record with his family for being the first litter to have eight champions. All of the pups and their parents were 
named after operas. 
  
McCooey said she wanted Dobermans her whole life but never intended to show them until a friend encouraged 
her. 
  
She said Dobermans arenôt high-maintenance but itôs good to consult with other trainers for advice. For younger 
trainers, McCooey advises you always give dogs good food, plenty of water and protect them from the weather. 
  
ñObedience training is really good,ò she said. ñIôve put dogs through obedience. You need to try to make them mind 
é basic things help.ò  
 
Give love  
She feels showing love remains the most basic gift. 
  
ñI couldnôt stand not to take good care of them,ò she said. 
  
McCooey doesnôt tie up her dogs and doesnôt understand why people would leave their dogs outside all the time. 
  
ñWhy bother having a dog if they never come in?ò she asked. ñThey are better protection for your home if you are 
gone.ò 
  
Several years ago, McCooey bred Dobermans once but found she doesnôt have the time or energy for it any more. 
She kept one of the puppies, Rhythm, who died four years ago from cardiomyopathy. Some of her dogs have lived 
up to 14 years. The lifespan of Dobermans is 10-14 years. 
  
McCooey said she named her former show dog Rhodey, actually Rhododendron, after a flower because a friend 
consoled her after Rhythmôs death by saying naming animals after flowers means theyôll live longer.  
Showing dogs continues to be a thrill for McCooey. One room in her home holds walls of photos and ribbons from 
special events. 
  
Sheôs planning to compete at the 2013 nationals in California. Her first and only nationals appearance was in Port-
land, Ore., in the mid-1990s. 
  
McCooey moved to Sequim 21 years ago after retiring from 31 years with Pacific Telephone Company. She is a 
member of the Puget Sound Doberman Pinscher Club and Doberman Pinscher Club of America and uses her acre-
age to let the dogs play and continue her other passion, gardening.
